Lecture series 2009-2010: Fifth lecture in the series ‘Common Goods in a Divided World - Challenges and Opportunities for International Cooperation’
Abstract: Migration is a difficult topic in many European countries. Talk of migrants flooding the EU with cheap labor and hijacking European countries’ welfare budgets, have shaped the image of migrants in Europe. Presenting a rather different picture in this debate is professor Black, who argues that not only does the bulk of migration take place among developing countries (South-South migration) and does only a minority ever reach the continent, it is all too often forgotten that migration is a huge, perhaps decisive, factor for the (economic) prospects of countries in desperate need of development. All the efforts and money flowing from Western countries to support poverty reduction, are not creating near the effect migration could potentially have on lifting the well-being of the millions of poor in the world. Main priority for developed and developing countries alike, then should be to develop migration policy in such a way it serves development rather than harms it, which in effect boils down to drastically reducing barriers to migration. 
Speaker: Richard Black is Head of the school of Global Studies at the University of Sussex and a highly esteemed scholar in the field of migration studies. He is responsible for numerous valuable publications, covering migration and social issues. Professor Black is former consultant for the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees and the European Training Foundation, and is currently active as advisor for the Global Development Network (GDN) project 'Development on the Move'. Publications, research studies and interests strongly focus on issues of international migration, forced migration, post-conflict return, and related social and economic transformations; and Professor Black is invited to contribute to many international events on these themes.  

Moderator: Valentina Mazzucato is Professor of Globalization and Development at the University of Maastricht. She has conducted research and published on migration for many years, and currently heads the Transnational Migration Research Program in Maastricht.
